~We now take a moment to feel the essence of our sacred waters. Aware of the waters’ many blessings fills us with gratitude. As we open our hearts we are filled with the knowing that we are connected as one healing/loving energy. Peace be within us and all around us.

2. Song and/or prayer for the waters.

Help us to carry this vision beyond today through this ceremony, we call  Heal The Waters. Allow us to  live in this way of thinking each and every day. 3. Sending words of healing to the waters.

5. Benediction/Sing to the Waters
